ADA Transition Plan separated from the Compliance Report

The original proposed “2008 Americans with Disabilities Act Compliance Report and Transition Plan” (submitted in January for the Borough Council’s consideration) explained and demonstrated that the Borough is aware of its ADA obligations, described its ongoing efforts to achieve compliance, and recognized that there is a great deal of work to be done while outlining the framework for doing so.  Borough Attorney Karl Kemm has reviewed this document. He has counseled that the “Transition Plan” be separated from the “Compliance Report.”  He has identified the areas where the ADA Committee and Coordinator need to perform in-depth physical analysis of facilities, buildings, parks, curbs, parking, programs, and services, as is necessary to determine which are not ADA compliant.  He rightly instructs that the Borough must develop detailed plans to bring non-compliant areas up to standards, including cost figures and timetables for completion.  This process will take many months of concerted effort involving on-site reviewing, studying the Americans with Disabilities Act Architectural Guidelines (ADAAG) and other applicable regulations, applying them to each situation, holding meetings with the administration and borough council to determine the desired remedies, and then budgeting and scheduling corrective actions.

The ADA Committee asks the borough council to approve the modified “2008 ADA Transition Plan” as a conceptual plan, as a vital and significant step towards full ADA compliance, with the understanding that work will then proceed on the complete detailed self-evaluation and timetable, for inclusion in the 2009 Transition Plan.  We believe this is a reasonable approach, which avoids placing any undue burden upon the borough.  The Borough will have a "Transition Plan" in place, as required, which will be our starting point from which we will move forward, having received the guidance and approval of the borough council.

We ask the borough council to officially recognize the “2008 ADA Transition Plan” as representing its intent and as providing the instrument for Belmar to comply with the Americans with Disability Act and provide access and reasonable accommodations for all persons.

This compliance report and transition plan covers the Borough of Belmar’s obligations under Title II (42 USCS 12101 et seq.).  Title II requires that “no qualified individual with a disability shall, on the basis of the disability, be excluded from participation in or be denied benefits of the services, programs, or activities of the public entity, or be subject to discrimination by any public entity.”  The Title II regulations requires that the “public entity shall administer services, programs and activities in the most integrated setting appropriate to the needs of the qualified individual with disabilities.”  28 CFR 35.130 (b)(7) and (d).


This document shall be used to facilitate the Borough of Belmar’s compliance with the various requirements of the ADA.  Information presented here is based on regulations and interpretive analysis presented in the Americans with Disabilities Act Handbook published by the Equal Employment Opportunity Commission and the U.S. Department of Justice, with additional information gathered from other governmental offices and websites.


According to 28 CFR 35.107 a local government that employs 50 or more persons, the Borough of Belmar “must designate at least one employee to coordinate its efforts to comply with and carry out its responsibilities under the act, including any investigation of any complaint communicated to it alleging noncompliance.”  Belmar must make available to all interested persons the name, office address, and telephone number of the designated employee.  28 CFR 35.107(a).

PLAN FOR ACHIEVING STRUCTURAL ACCESSIBILITY

This will include a prioritized listing of publicly owned facilities in need of improvement.

Prioritization of Barrier Removal

The committee will create a list, Architectural Barrier Removal Projects, of buildings, facilities, and parks that receive a high level of use by the public and/or provide programs or services that are unique and cannot occur in another location. This will include those buildings, facilities, and parks that are considered by the Borough as being its highest priorities for addressing the removal of architectural barriers.  The criteria listed below will be used to determine the priorities for addressing specific barriers in each building, facility, and park.

Priority One: The highest priority is placed on those barrier removal items that provide

accessibility at the main entrance of a facility or improve a path of travel to the portion of

the facility where program activities take place (e.g., parking, walks, ramps, stairs, doors,

corridors, etc.).

Priority Two: A second level priority is placed on those barrier removal items that

improve or enhance access to program use areas (e.g., sports areas, public offices,

restrooms, etc.).

Priority Three: A third level priority is placed on those barrier removal items that

improve access to amenities serving program areas (e.g., drinking fountains, telephones,

site furnishings, vending machines) and/or areas or features not required to be modified

for accessibility (no public programs located in this area, or duplicate features). 

It is the intent of the Borough to address those items listed as Priority One and Two within a time frame of one to seven years depending on immediate necessity, degree of complexity, and overall cost. In general, Priority Three items do not inhibit a person’s ability to access or participate in a Borough program or event. Therefore, the Borough intends to address these items through routine maintenance, a building/facility remodel, improvement or replacement, or upon a request from a program manager or department head that a modification is necessary.

The Borough of Belmar reserves the right to change the barrier removal priorities in order to allow flexibility in accommodating community requests, petitions for reasonable modifications from persons with disabilities, and changes in Borough programs.

Survey of Borough Hall 601 Main St.

Priority One:

1.  There are 4 parking spaces that are the closest to the designated route (the sidewalk) but problems exist with the parking spaces that needs to be corrected. A new curb cut would be the easiest solution to the access problem outlined below.

a. The spaces lack any access aisles between the designated parking spaces contrary to

ANSI section 502.3 and ADAAG section. One set of spaces needs an access aisle of 8 feet to be a van accessible space and the other s spaces need a 5-foot aisle between the spaces.  A total width of 45 feet is needed to satisfy the requirements.

b. There is no proper curb cut directly across from the spaces but rather the curb cut is at

the corner of the parking lot, which forces the guests into the lane of traffic.

c. There is no signage that directs to the designated accessible entrance contrary to

ADAAG section.4.l.2(7)(c). There are two entrances, the main entrance and the entrance to the Police Station. There should be signage to direct to both locations.

2.  Route to Front Entrance

a. The front entrance has a slope of2.7% in front of the door-opening device contrary to ANSI section. 309.2 and ADAAG section 4.3.7. There must be clear floor space 000 inches by 48 inches with a level area with a slope no steeper than 2%.

b. The area from the parking lot to the front entrance has cross slopes of greater than 2% and in fact the slopes in places exceeds 3% contrary to ANSI section 404.3 and ADAAG section 4.3.7. These slopes need to be reduced to allow proper safe access to the building.

c. The 10 foot long curb ramp has slopes of 5,0%, 6.7% and 7.7% contrary to ANSI section 405.2 and ADAAG section 4.8.2. The ramp will need to have handrails located on both sides of the ramp with proper extensions that extends 12 inches beyond the sloped surface.

Priority Two:

1. Men's Bathroom Main Lobby

a. The urinal in the men's bathroom is mounted at 24 inches above the finished floor to the lip contrary to ADAAG section 4.16.2.

b. The flush valve is mounted at 51 inches above the finished floor to the center of the

flush handle contrary to ANSI section 309.3 and ADAAG section 4.18.4.

c. The bathroom door has a pull and push weight of more than 10 pounds contrary to ANSI section 404.2.9 and ADAAG section 4.13.11. The door closer should be adjusted to no more than 5 pounds of pressure.

d. The flush valve is mounted on the narrow side or not on the open side of the stall

contrary to ANSI section 309.2 and ADAAG section 4.16.5.

e. The toilet is 23 inches off the sidewall contrary to ANSI section 604.2 and ADAAG

Section.4 .17.3 The ANSI calls for the toilet to be 16 inches to 18 inches off the sidewall
and the ADAAG calls for it to be 18 inches. There needs to a false wall built to allow the

toilet to be the proper distance from the wall.

f. The toilet is only' 15.5 inches high when measured above the finished floor contrary to

ANSI section 604.4 and ADAAG section.4.16.3. The toilet should be 17 inches to 19.

inches high.

g. The lock on the stall door requires pinching to close the door contrary to ANSI section

404.2.7 and ADAAG section 4.13.9. The door can either have a self-closing device

installed on the latch side of the door or a large handle that can be operated with a close

fist that allow the door to be closed properly.

h. The stall door is only 31.25 inches wide contrary to ANSI section 404.2.3 and ADAAG section 4.13.5. Both of the standards require the door to be 32 inches wide.

i. The hook mounted on the stall door is installed at 57 inches above the finished door

contrary to ANSI section 604.8.5 and ADAAG section 4.2.5.

j. The sink counter is only 26.75 inches above the finished floor to the bottom of the

counter, the actual sink bowl protrudes to 24 inches above the floor, contrary to ANSI

Section 306.3.1 and ADAAG section 4.19.2. The ANSI standard requires 27 inches and

the ADAAG requires 29 inches to the bottom of the lowest part of the apron for proper

knee clearances.

k. The mirror is mounted at 48 inches above the floor contrary to ANSI section 603.3 and

ADAAG section 4.19.6. The mirror should be mounted at 40 inches to the reflective

surface according to ADAAG and ANSI.

i. There is no insulation under the sink on the hot water and drainpipes contrary to ANSI

Section 606.6 and ADAAG section 4.19.4 m. There is no grab bars mounted behind the toilet or beside it contrary to ANSI section 604.8.4 and ADAAG section 4.17.6.

n. The handles on the faucet requires the guest to grasp and turn their wrist to operate

contrary to ANSI section 309.4 and ADAAG section 4.27.4.

2. Women's Bathroom Main Lobby
a. The feminine needs dispenser has handles that requires pinching to operate contrary to

ANSI section 4.27.4. and ADAAG section.309.4.

b. The bathroom door has a pull and push weight of 14 pounds contrary to ANSI

Section 404.2.9 and ADAAG section 4.13.11. The door closer should be adjusted to no

more than 5 pounds of pressure.

c.  The toilet is 23 inches off the sidewall contrary to ANSI section 604.2 and ADAAG

Section.4.17.3 The ANSI calls for the toilet to be 16 inches to 18 inches off the sidewall
and the ADAAG calls for it to be 18 inches.

d. The toilet is only 15.5 inches high when measured above the finished floor contrary to

ANSI section 604.4 and ADAAG section.4.16.3. The toilet should be 17 inches to 19

inches high.

e. The lock on the stall door requires pinching to close the door contrary to ANSI section

404.2.7 and ADAAG section 4.13.9. The door can either have a self-closing device

installed on the latch side of the door or a large handle that can be operated with a close

fist that allow the door to be closed properly.

f. The stall door is only 31.25 inches wide contrary to ANSI section 404.2.3 and ADAAG

Section 4.13.5.  Both of the standards require the door to be 32 inches wide.

g. The sink counter is only 26 inches above the finished floor to the bottom of the

counter, the actual sink bowl protrudes to 24 inches above the floor, contrary to ANSI

Section 306.3.1 and ADAAG section 4.19.2. The ANSI standard requires 27 inches and

the ADAAG requires 29 inches to the bottom of the lowest part of the apron for proper

knee clearances.

h. The mirror is mounted at 48 inches above the floor contrary to ANSI section 603.3 and

ADAAG section 4.19.6. The mirror should be mounted at 40 inches to the reflective

surface according to ADAAG and ANSI.

i. There is no insulation under the sink on the hot water and drainpipes contrary to ANSI

Section 606,6 and ADAAG section 4.19.4

j. There is no grab bars mounted behind the toilet or beside it contrary to ANSI section

604.8.4 and ADAAG section 4.17.6.

3. The meeting room courtroom needs 4 wheelchair places each needs to have a companion seat

located next to the wheelchair site. according to ANSI section 802.7 and ADAAG section

4.33, L There is a total of 170 seats available in this venue. There is no assitive listening

system (ALS) in this room.

4.  Police Department Lobby

a. There is a counter in the Police Department that is above 36 inches to have transactions with the public contrary to ANSI section 904.3 and ADAAG section 7.2.

5.  Police Department Lobby bathroom

a. The bathroom door has a pull and push weight of more than 10 pounds contrary to ANSI section 404.2.9 and ADAAG section 4.13.11. The door closer should be adjusted to no more than 5 pounds of pressure.

b. The flush valve is mounted on the narrow side or not on the open side of the stall

contrary to ANSI section 309.2 and ADAAG section 4.16.5.

c. The toilet is more than 18 inches off the side wall contrary to ANSI section 604.2 and

ADAAG section.4.17.3 The ANSI calls for the toilet to be 16 inches to 18 inches off the

Sidewall and the ADAAG call for it to be 18 inches. There needs to a false wall built to

allow the toilet to be the proper distance from the wall.


d. The toilet is only 15 inches high when measured above the finished floor contrary to

ANSI section 604.4 and ADAAG section.4.16.3. The toilet should be 17 inches to 19

inches high.

e. There is no grab bars mounted behind the toilet or beside it contrary to ANSI section

604.8.4 and ADAAG section 4.17.6.

f. There is no insulation under the sink on the hot water and drainpipes contrary to ANSI

Section 606.6 and ADAAG section 4.19.4

g. The handles on the faucet requires the guest to grasp and turn their wrist to operate

contrary to ANSI section 309.4 and ADAAG section 4.27.4.

h. The soap dispenser lacks proper clear floor space contrary to ANSI section; 309.2 and

ADMG section 4.27,2.

Priority Three:

1. The water fountain located outside the men's bathroom has a water flow of only 2 inches

contrary to ANSI section 602.6 and ADAAG section 4.15.3

2. The water fountain located outside the women's bathroom has a water flow of only 2 inches

contrary to ANSI section 602.6 and ADAAG section 4.15.3

3. The telephone, that is inside the building, has a coin slot that is 60 inches above the finished

floor contrary to ANSI section 704.2.2 and ADAAG section 4.31.3.

3. There is no volume control installed on this phone contrary to ANSI section 704.3 and

ADAAG section 4.31.5

As all of the Borough’s facilities are surveyed, this plan will be updated periodically.  The Borough’s buildings and facilities will be surveyed using the ADA Accessibility Guidelines (ADAAG) Checklist, which is available at:

B.   THE SCHEDULE FOR PROVIDING CURB CUTS – CURB, SIDEWALK, AND CROSSWALKS REPORT

A barrier to accessibility in Belmar is the lack of curb ramps on some pedestrian walkways.  The Borough will thus prepare a schedule for providing curb ramps where pedestrian walkways cross curbs.  As part of the long term Capital Improvement Plan, the Borough will provide curb ramps in the areas addressed.

The Borough is coordinating its efforts with Monmouth County, which provides curb ramps on all County roads and where a County road intersects a municipal road, and the NJ Department of Transportation, which is handling accessibility on NJ State Routes.

The NJDOT has an agreement with the Federal government to spread out the impact of accessibility construction and put in curb ramps at intersections affected by regular construction projects.  

It is the goal of the Borough to continue to improve pedestrian accessibility. To achieve this goal, the Borough plans to utilize the following criteria to guide its sidewalk and curb ramp program:

Provide access to state or local facilities or offices.

Since the ADA requires that funding priority be given to "walkways serving local and

state government offices and facilities," these locations receive the highest priority in the Borough’s self-evaluation process.

Provide access to places of public accommodation.

Locations that provide access to "public, commercial, medical, professional, educational,

or recreational services" are high priorities for curb ramps sites.

Provide access to public transit.

A goal of the curb ramp program is to improve access to bus stops along heavily used

bus routes, as well as to Belmar’s train station.

Enhance safety at pedestrian crossings.

High priority is given to curb ramps that will allow for safe crossings at controlled or

marked intersections.

Create connected systems of accessible pathways.

The Borough will look for opportunities to complete a partially accessible intersection or

pathway and to expand an existing pathway system.

As part of its on-going responsibilities to improve accessibility for pedestrians, the Borough intends to institute annual public forums to supplement the Resident Curb Ramp Request Program, which allows for public input regarding potential new curb ramps as well as repairs to existing curb ramps.

REPORT ON CURB CUTS

Each street corner in Belmar has been evaluated, rating each curb cut:  good, ok, NONE, NEEDS WORK, BAD CUT, etc.  

These will be analyzed according to accessibility standards.  Each sub-standard curb cut will be described and corrective actions will be budgeted, scheduled, and performed.

2. handicapped parking spaces

HANDICAPPED PARKING REPORT
Municipal parking, street parking, commercial parking

The ADA Committee will perform a self-evaluation of all borough-parking areas. While handicapped parking is a small part of the ADA requirements, it is not only one of the most visible areas, but it is also the easiest and least expensive to bring into compliance.

The evaluation will use ADAAG Guidelines.

Federal guidelines require at least one van accessible space per parking area. The space is required to be at the minimum 8 feet wide with an 8-foot access aisle, and other handicapped parking spaces to be at least 8 feet wide with a 5-foot access aisle. Thus we have a uniform standard for the borough to apply in the future so there would not be any question what was appropriate for handicapped parking. Following these standards will bring Borough parking into compliance with ADA.

The law requires, whenever the Borough re-stripes, that the Borough provide at least the minimum standard for handicapped parking with correctly sized access aisles located in a manner to provide the most practical, direct and safe access to the facility for which the accessible parking area was established.  Access aisles are very important for those who require handicapped parking. Those with decreased mobility need the extra space to maneuver safely from the driver's side as well as the passenger side of the vehicle, whether with someone's assistance or by themselves. The van accessible spaces allow those with wheelchair vans, who typically need at least eight feet of clearance on one side, to be able to utilize the space correctly and safely. When the access aisles are not striped correctly there is the great probability that others may intrude upon the designated handicapped area -- the very area a person with disability needs to maneuver. Standards must be adhered to. These standards are minimum standards. 

It is an immediate priority to comply with ADA regulations as they relate to re-striping, curb cuts and access ramps. Further, we need to ensure proper signage at appropriate locations and heights. The Borough must make a concerted effort to keep the handicapped parking (spaces, access aisles and ramps) clear of snow and not permit them to be used as snow dumping areas by Borough employees or hired private contractors, who are also required to comply with the ADA while working for the Borough. It is the responsibility of the Borough to ensure compliance by its private contractors. The police department should be diligent and active in enforcing the State Statutes in regard to handicapped parking violations.

Once the "ADA Self-Evaluation: Parking" is prepared, it may be appropriate to call on the expertise of the Borough Engineer in providing the ADA Committee the necessary information to complete the ADA mandated "Transition Plan" -the financial impact analysis, proposed remedies, the prioritizations of the modifications and completion dates of the remedial work on the parking spaces/curb cuts/ramps and re-striping that need to be brought into compliance.

The procedure by which residents request dedicated handicapped parking spots in front of their homes will be reviewed and delineated here.

BOROUGH SERVICES, PROGRAMS, AND ACTIVITIES AVAILABLE TO THE PUBLIC" \f C \l "1" 

The purpose of this section is to identify all Borough services, programs, and activities which the public has access to, to determine their compliance with accessibility standards and to formulate a plan to address the facilities, or portions thereof, which do not meet accessibility standards.

The ADA Coordinator and Committee, with the assistance of the Administrator and department heads, will list the public services, programs, and activities.  Each will be assessed for accessibility and ADA compliance.  With the advice of the Borough Council, any necessary changes will be made to meet accessibility standards and achieve full ADA compliance.

ADA grievance procedure TC "4.
ADA grievance procedure" \f C \l "1" 
The Borough of Belmar must “adopt and publish grievance procedures providing for prompt and equitable resolution of complaints alleging an action that would be prohibited by the (ADA),” relating to programs as well as employment.  28 CFR 35.107 (b).

A grievance procedure provides people who feel they have been discriminated against because of their disability, or others who feel they have been discriminated against because they have a friend or family member with a disability, with a formal process to make their complaint known to the Borough. This encourages resolution of the problem at the local level without having to force individuals to file a Federal complaint or a lawsuit.

The procedure encourages a negotiated, non-judicial approach to ADA complaints. Complainants are, however, permitted to file a lawsuit in federal court or proceed directly to the federal agency charged with enforcement.

PROCEDURE

This Grievance Procedure is established to meet the requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (ADA). It may be used by anyone who wishes to file a complaint alleging discrimination on the basis of disability in the provision of services, activities, programs, or benefits by the Borough of Belmar. The Borough’s Personnel Policy governs employment-related complaints of disability discrimination. 

The complaint should be in writing and contain information about the alleged discrimination such as name, address, phone number of complainant and location, date, and description of the problem. Alternative means of filing complaints, such as personal interviews or a tape recording of the complaint will be made available for persons with disabilities upon request.

The complaint should be submitted by the grievant and/or his/her designee as soon as possible but no later than 60 calendar days after the alleged violation to the ADA Coordinator.

Within 15 calendar days after receipt of the complaint, the ADA Coordinator or his designee will meet with the complainant to discuss the complaint and the possible resolutions. Within 15 calendar days of the meeting, the ADA Coordinator or his designee will respond in writing, and where appropriate, in a format accessible to the complainant, such as large print, Braille, or audiotape. The response will explain the position of the Borough of Belmar and offer options for substantive resolution of the complaint.

If the response by the ADA Coordinator or his designee does not satisfactorily resolve the issue, the complainant and/or his/her designee may appeal the decision within 15 calendar days after receipt of the response to the Borough Administrator or designee.

Within 15 calendar days after receipt of the appeal, the Borough Administrator or designee will meet with the complainant to discuss the complaint and possible resolutions. Within 15 calendar days after the meeting, the Borough Administrator or designee will respond in writing, and, where appropriate, in a format accessible to the complainant, with a final resolution of the complaint.

If the complaint is of immediate concern (for example, if a request for a sign language interpreter for an imminent meeting is denied), ADA Coordinator will meet with the complainant as soon as possible, but no later than 24 hours after receipt of the complaint, to discuss possible resolutions. 

If the response by the ADA Coordinator does not satisfactorily resolve the issue, the complainant may appeal the decision to the Borough Council or its designee. 

As soon as possible, but no later than 24 hours after receipt of the compliant, the Borough Council or its designee will meet with the complainant to discuss the complaint and possible resolutions. 

All written complaints received by the ADA Coordinator or designee, appeals to the Borough Administrator or designee, and responses from these two offices will be retained by the Borough of Belmar for at least three years.

PURPOSE OF ADA TRANSITION PLAN

1.
CREATE A TRANSITION PLAN 

28 CFR 35.105 Self-evaluation. 

    (a) A public entity shall, within one year of the effective date of this part, evaluate its current services, policies, and practices, and the effects thereof, that do not or may not meet the requirements of this part and, to the extent modification of any such services, policies, and practices is required, the public entity shall proceed to make the necessary modifications.

28 CFR 35.150(d) Transition Plan

(d) Transition plan. (1) In the event that structural changes to facilities will be undertaken to achieve program accessibility, a public entity that employs 50 or more persons shall develop, within six months of January 26, 1992, a transition plan setting forth the steps necessary to complete such changes. A public entity shall provide an opportunity to interested persons, including individuals with disabilities or organizations representing individuals with disabilities, to participate in the development of the transition plan by submitting comments. A copy of the transition plan shall be made available for public inspection.

 (2) If a public entity has responsibility or authority over streets, roads, or walkways, its transition plan shall include a schedule for providing curb ramps or other sloped areas where pedestrian walks cross curbs, giving priority to walk-ways serving entities covered by the Act, including State and local government offices and facilities, transportation, places of public accommodation, and employers, followed by walkways serving other areas.

 (3) The plan shall, at a minimum--

 (i) Identify physical obstacles in the public entity's facilities that limit the accessibility of its programs or activities to individuals with disabilities;

 (ii) Describe in detail the methods that will be used to make the facilities accessible;

 (iii) Specify the schedule for taking the steps necessary to achieve compliance with this section and, if the time period of the transition plan is longer than one year, identify steps that will be taken during each year of the transition period; and

 (iv) Indicate the official responsible for implementation of the plan.

2.
IN DOING SO EXAMINE EXISTING FACILITIES AND DETERMINE CHANGES, TIME FRAMES, ETC.

28 CFR 35.150 Existing facilities. 

    (a) General. A public entity shall operate each service, program, or activity so that the service, program, or activity, when viewed in its entirety, is readily accessible to and usable by individuals with disabilities. This paragraph does not—

 (1) Necessarily require a public entity to make each of its existing facilities accessible to and usable by individuals with disabilities;

 (2) Require a public entity to take any action that would threaten or destroy the historic significance of an historic property; or

 (3) Require a public entity to take any action that it can demonstrate would result in a fundamental alteration in the nature of a service, program, or activity or in undue financial and administrative burdens. In those circumstances where personnel of the public entity believe that the proposed action would fundamentally alter the service, program, or activity or would result in undue financial and administrative burdens, a public entity has the burden of proving that compliance with §  35.150(a) of this part would result in such alteration or burdens. The decision that compliance would result in such alteration or burdens must be made by the head of a public entity or his or her designee after considering all resources available for use in the funding and operation of the service, program, or activity, and must be accompanied by a written statement of the reasons for reaching that conclusion. If an action would result in such an alteration or such burdens, a public entity shall take any other action that would not result in such an alteration or such burdens but would nevertheless ensure that individuals with disabilities receive the benefits or services provided by the public entity.

 (b) Methods-- (1) General. A public entity may comply with the requirements of this section through such means as redesign of equipment, reassignment of services to accessible buildings, assignment of aides to beneficiaries, home visits, delivery of services at alternate accessible sites, alteration of existing facilities and construction of new facilities, use of accessible rolling stock or other conveyances, or any other methods that result in making its services, programs, or activities readily accessible to and usable by individuals with disabilities. A public entity is not required to make structural changes in existing facilities where other methods are effective in achieving compliance with this section. A public entity, in making alterations to existing buildings, shall meet the accessibility requirements of §  35.151. In choosing among available methods for meeting the requirements of this section, a public entity shall give priority to those methods that offer services, programs, and activities to qualified individuals with disabilities in the most integrated setting appropriate.

3.
IN DOING SO ALSO EXAMINE POTENTIAL COMMUNICATION, INFORMATION AND SIGNAGE ISSUES

28 CFR 35.160 General. (Communication)

    (a) A public entity shall take appropriate steps to ensure that communications with applicants, participants, and members of the public with disabilities are as effective as communications with others.

 (b)(1) A public entity shall furnish appropriate auxiliary aids and services where necessary to afford an individual with a disability an equal opportunity to participate in, and enjoy the benefits of, a service, program, or activity con-ducted by a public entity.

 (2) In determining what type of auxiliary aid and service is necessary, a public entity shall give primary consideration to the requests of the individual with disabilities.

28 CFR 35.163 Information and signage. 

    (a) A public entity shall ensure that interested persons, including persons with impaired vision or hearing, can obtain information as to the existence and location of accessible services, activities, and facilities.

 (b) A public entity shall provide signage at all inaccessible entrances to each of its facilities, directing users to an accessible entrance or to a location at which they can obtain information about accessible facilities. The international symbol for accessibility shall be used at each accessible entrance of a facility.
