Dear Landlords and Tenants:

If your property is a single-family and is owner occupied the information below does not apply to you.  All other uses please read on.  Below is an excerpt from Chapters 4 and 36 of the Uniform Fire Code of the State of New Jersey regarding the storing and/or using of outdoor grills.  

Chapter 4, Section F-402.4 of the Uniform Fire Code of the State of New Jersey states that:

“Portable propane cooking equipment, such as barbecue grills, fryers, etc. shall not be stored or used:

1) On any porch, balcony, or any other portion of a building;

2) Within any room or space of a building;

3) Within five (5) feet of any combustible exterior wall;

4) Within five (5) feet, vertically or horizontally of an opening in any exterior wall;

5) Under any building overhang.”

Chapter 36, Section F-3606.1 of the Uniform Fire Code of the State of New Jersey states that:


“Propane cylinders must be stored outside of a building.”
